• Entering this competition constitutes acknowledgement that PCAV rules apply and acceptance of these rules. 
• No Stallions, Colts or Rigs Allowed. 
• No Dogs Allowed. 
• Before riding Gear Check is compulsory for Pony Club Riders. 
• PCAV club member’s card must be inspected at the secretary’s office before the first event. 
• All Competitors must wear correct “standards” numbered helmets and footwear as specified in PCAV Gear Rules. Pony Club 

Riders to wear Medical Armbands and Full Uniform. 
• Queries, Protests, Horse Abuse and Doping Rules as per the PCAV HANDBOOK OF BY LAWS. 
• No Refunds on Entry Tickets. 
• Snaffle Bits only in Ring 3. 
• “All Open riders – including Pony Club riders - must sign a Public Liability Declaration Form. Riders without adequate insurance 

must also complete a ‘Day Participant Waiver’ and pay $10.00” 
• Parent or Guardian must sign the Day Attendance Form. Day Attendance Forms must also be completed by Pony Club Members 

wanting to compete in the Open Rings but are exempt of the $10 fee. 
•  The organizing committee reserves the right to cancel any class or competition, divide any class, alter times and refuse entry 

with or without stating the reason. 
• Neither the organizing committee of this competition nor the PCAV accepts any responsibility whatsoever for any accident, 

damage, injury or illness to horses, riders, ground spectators or any other person or property. 
• In the event of a tie for Pony Club Highpoint rider count back will be taken from individual rider classes. 
• Judges decision is final. 

• Definitions:- 
• N.E. means not exceeding 
• Novice is an animal who has not won an Open class at any show or gymkhana. 
• Intermediate is an animal who has not won a Champion Open Award at any show or gymkhana. 
• Competitors compete in either Open or Hunter, NOT BOTH. 
• Once gaining a champion award in 1 ring, you are ineligible to compete again in same class in other rings.

Pony Club Mount Work Out 
 Juniors: 

1. Presentation 
2. Dis-mount and re-mount from Mounting Block 
3. Trot over poles 
4. Canter or trot a figure of eight 
5. Ride over a mat 
6. Back up 
7. Carry a bucket 

 
Seniors: 

1. Presentation 
2. Dis-mount and mount from mounting block 
3. Three small jumps 
4. Canter a figure of eight 
5. Ride over bridge 
6. Back up  
7. Open and shut gate 

 

Two (2) attempts at each element and then move on (applicable to juniors and seniors).
